Evil Acol: A better way to play ACOL
This programme will be geared towards developing a better way to play Acol. It will cover the more basic aspects of Acol, and also introduce some methods that will help you get better results by adding some 'gadgets' to the normal Acol that you play. These 'gadgets' are not difficult to implement and use, and follow logical precepts. There is good reason why I myself, with my respective partners, use the methods. If you can encourage a regular partner to make use of the “Evil Acol” ideas, which will be suggested in the coming series of “Evil Acol”, I am sure your partnership will thrive.
Here is a brief outline of what will be covered:
The Acol 1NT Opening
1NT openings and  follow up bidding
Transfers,  Range Finders and the “Evil 2NT”
Jump Responses to 1NT
Competing against opponents' opening bids: 1NT, Weak Twos, Big Club, etc.
Evil Twos: a better way of bidding weak hands.
The “Super Club”. A two way 1C opening which allows you to bid very big hands and leave all two level bids for the “Evil Twos” or anything else you like.
The “Evil 2NT”. 2NT is often a seldom used bid which can be far better utilised in many situations. The “Evil 2NT”opening for very big hands, the “Evil 2NT” jump response to one level openers are just two better uses of 2NT that will be looked at.
The “Evil Doubles”. I will show you a more useful way to make takeout doubles and the use of “TNT” in competitive situations, as well as the use of cue bids.
Evil Defence: Better system of opening leads and signals, from the opening lead onwards. How to get the most out of your defence.
All the above, and more, will be covered in the “Evil Acol” series. It will be very much aimed at partnerships, which is why I am offering the series to you as an individual but with a specific offer for a partner as well.
